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ARRIVAL & DISMISSAL REMINDERS
This is a reminder that a child is considered tardy after 9:05AM. This excludes children whose buses were late getting them to school. It is important that your children arrive to school on time. A child arriving late is a distraction to a class already in progress and it also interrupts valuable instructional time your child could be receiving. So please aim to have your child at school on time. 
Children will not be allowed to be signed out after 3PM unless it’s an emergency or you’ve given advance notice of an appointment. Montessori teachers will often teach until just before dismissal. Primary & Lower Elementary Montessori either have a work period or specials from 3PM to 3:30PM. For Upper Elementary, their 3-hour work block continues until 3:30PM. Signing your child out early to avoid the wait or after school rush places them at a disadvantage by causing them to miss vital instruction time.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Parents should NOT be walking their children up to class. By now, your child should be fine walking to class on their own as there is always staff available to assist them. If your child is late, sign them in at the front desk with Ms. Karina. Younger children will be walked up with a staff member. If you are here to pick up your child at dismissal, please wait for them to come downstairs. Do not walk upstairs to get them. If you are here to pick them up for an appointment, you should have them called down to the office. These are the safety measures instilled last year that were put in place to protect your children, and they are still being upheld by the new administration.
